If we are involved in Earthdance Johannesburg the money donated would go towards the following wish list we have complied of some of the things the Wings of Life Project in Diepsloot would like to initiate.

OUR WISH LIST
1) We would like to start constructing a Rejuvenation Centre for any victims of abuse or violence. A place where they can find a space of love, protection and advice. A simple room with a very calm and relaxed atmosphere where our social workers can meet with the abuse and violence victims and give them a place of solace, a break from the shattering reality of the real world, where they can share their story and they can get some well needed advice and be helped to move forward and on with their lives. A holistic approach to helping damaged souls will be transformational to them as well as to the community. 

2) We would like to be able to obtain seeds for our vegetable gardens. Our gardens are run by destitute people from the community and the vegetables get cooked in the kitchen at the project to ensure fresh food is given to the HIV positive patients as well as the orphans. The gardening team gets a stipend and gets a cooked meal every day.

3) We also need compost for the new greenhouse tunnel so we are able to grow herbs and medicinal plants. 

4) Another thing that we feel is needed are plants and trees for the Wings of Life Centre Diepsloot. 

5) As well as plants and trees for the Kya Sands Creche and the Drop-in Centre for victims of violence. They have no trees at all here.

6) Something the project is in dire need of is 2 basic first aid kits for Wings of Life and Kya sands crèche and nursery schools so that we are able to deal with any small accidents the children might have. 

Wings of Life is growing yearly and changing many people’s lives every day. With some help, Wings of Life and Zizanani can make a real impact and difference in the impoverished communities of Diepsloot and Kya Sands.

It would be an honour if you wanted to pay a visit to the project and see for yourself what has been done thus far and what is still needed.
